Special Meeting ï 308 Faith Community Church Members are needed for Super Quorum 

A Special Meeting of Faith Community Church Members will be held on Sunday, February 12, immediately following  

second service.  We will vote on three motions, all requiring a different quorum (% of voting members of the church): 

 

Election of new elders – requires 15% (70 people)  

Name change of the church in our Church Bylaws from First Congregational Church of Hopkinton to Faith Community 

Church of Hopkinton – requires 33% (154 people)  

Name change of the church in the Massachusetts State Articles of Incorporation - requires a super quorum of 66% (308 

people) 

 

We are asking all members to please attend this very important meeting so we can vote on all three motions.
